Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Funeral: Please pray for the repose of the soul of Lorene Trausch.  She passed away June 21. Also, please pray for the consolation of her family as they navigate through this time of change, for as one of the prefaces for funerals states, “we believe that life has changed not ended.”  May those left to mourn be consoled by our Lord, all the saints and angels, and by our prayers for them.  Lorene’s funeral arrangements are as follows: June 24 – 7:30 pm Rosary at Sacred Heart.  June 25 – 10:30 am Mass of Christian Burial, with burial and luncheon following.
Retreat Reflections: As many of you know, I went on retreat last week.  My retreat was at my Alma Mater – Mount St. Mary’s Seminary.  It was good to be back on Mary’s Mountain and pray for all of you there and ask for her intercession.  One thing in a retreat conference that the retreat Master spoke out was the fruitfulness of Mary’s intercessory power being attached to her “wounded heart.”  In Luke’s Gospel, when Joseph and Mary brought Jesus to the Temple, in what has been called the Presentation, Simeon prophesied to Mary that, “you yourself a sword shall pierce.” (Luke 2:35).  In the priests reflection, he commented that one of the ways that Mary’s heart would have been pierced would be the rejection of her son by so many.  Whatever the reason for the rejection, whether it be the intellectual disbelief, the “cafeteria” Catholic or Christian (the one who tends to pick and choose which elements of the faith to follow, or even the ones who show a lack of repentance for sins committed.  Mary’s heart desires all to follow her Son, desires that each one be saved as Jesus desires as well.  And because she has true compassion – that she suffers with Jesus on the cross, she is given a unique role in interceding for those.  May our response be to join whatever sufferings we have, whether they be physical or spiritual, and allow them to join to Mary’s and Jesus’ suffering and through that, offer those to the Father for the reparation of sins, conversion of hearts and minds, and a deeper love for our Lord Jesus Christ.
