Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Saint of the Week: St. Bonaventure. Born in 1221 in Bagnoregio and given the name John. When he was 22, John entered the Franciscan order and was given the name Bonaventure.  He became very influential in the medieval Church and the Franciscan order. He taught for 17 years at the University of Paris – one of the most prominent Universities in the world at the time. In his teachings and in his life, it was apparent that Jesus was the center of his life and his modus operandi.  For this, he was given the title the “Seraphic Doctor.” His teaching career was cut short by being named the General Superior of the Franciscan Order and then later named the Cardinal Bishop of Albano. He died suddenly on July 15, 1274.  His feast day is July 15.
Upcoming retreats at the Waverly Retreat House:  Aug. 9-11, a 3-day retreat for men and women.  This one will be focused on the “Unbound” ministry.  This ministry has helped many heal from spiritual wounds and return to the love of the Father.  Those who go on this retreat are asked to have read the first 9 Chapters of the book, Unbound: A Practical Guide to Deliverance by Neal Lazano or have watched the video series on it.  Then, later in August there are retreats specifically tailored to help victims of abuse.  One for men from Aug. 16-18, and one for women from Aug 23-25. Another way to watch the Mass each weekend is on the Catholic Diocese of Lincoln YouTube channel.  This can be watched anytime after 4:00 pm on Saturday each week.
Planning for CCD/CYO: As we have reached July, which means school will be starting and a new year for CCD and CYO.  We are looking for a CYO teacher (or teachers) as well as helpers to teach grades 9-12, as Jim and Jodi Mackin have decided to relinquish the reigns on it and Sara Swanson has also decided to relinquish her role. We thank them for their years of service and teaching. We will also be looking for a grade school teacher for CCD.  We didn’t have a 2nd grade class last year, so we will need to fill that. Just a musing on the reality of teaching. Many times, the idea of teaching can be daunting – either because we don’t feel we know the material well enough, or we have fears about public speaking, or just not having the right words to say.
