Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Saint of the Week: St. Sharbel Makhluf. St. Sharbel was born in Lebanon on May 8, 1828. He was baptized into the Maronite Rite of the Catholic Church (an Eastern Rite Catholic) on August 16 of that year with the name Youssef Antoun Makhlouf. He was the youngest of 5 children. When Youssef was just 3 years old, his father died. Youssef was then raised by his uncle. At a young age, Youssef was drawn to experience God through a devout and holiness in life. He would often spend long hours in prayer at a grotto he made to the Blessed Virgin in a cave as the cattle he cared for grazed in the nearby fields. At age 23, he left home to enter the Monastery of Our Lady in Mayfouq. As a monk, he took the name Sharbel after a 2nd Century martyr. He spent a total of 24 years living in community of the Monastery – 8 years of that as a lay brother studying for the priesthood. In 1875, Fr. Sharbel was given permission to live as a hermit, which means living alone and in isolation. He lived as hermit, practicing intense prayer, hard manual labor, and strict asceticism. After 23 years of living as a hermit, he suffered a stroke on Dec. 16, 1898. He died on Christmas Eve almost a week later. While living as a hermit, Sharbel would not hesitate to come visit those in need. He would often be called to visit the sick, or say a Mass – and he was always willing to do. This care of the people did not cease after his death. Many miracles have been attributed to the intercession of St. Sharbel. One of the first being that a light was emanating from his tomb. After four months in the grave, he body was exhumed and discovered to be completely incorrupt. His skin and joints were like one who was sleeping – soft and flexible. His body was also producing blood and sweat. Monks would have to change his clothes twice a week. While his body did eventually decay after being exhumed again in 1976, there are still many healings and miracles being attributed to him. May we ask for Sharbel’s intercession to bring us closer to Jesus, and grant us healing in our life.

Upcoming retreats at the Waverly Retreat House:  Aug. 9-11, a 3-day retreat for men and women.  This one will be focused on the “Unbound” ministry.  This ministry has helped many heal from spiritual wounds and return to the love of the Father.  Those who go on this retreat are asked to have read the first 9 Chapters of the book, Unbound: A Practical Guide to Deliverance by Neal Lazano or have watched the video series on it.  Then, later in August there are retreats specifically tailored to help victims of abuse.  One for men from Aug. 16-18, and one for women from Aug 23-25.
