Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Saint of the Week: Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati.  Pier was born on April 6, 1901 in Turin, Italy.  As young boy, the practice of faith was not modelled for him.  His mother, Adelaide Ametis, was Catholic, but rarely went to Mass (and when she did go, Pier and his sister never saw her go to communion).  She worked as a painter in Turin.  His father, Alfredo, was an atheist.  He founded and ran the Italian Newspaper, La Stampa. However, knowing that the religious sisters offered the best education, Alfredo had his two children tutored by religious sisters. They taught the faith to Pier and he was enamored by their teaching and their dedication to our Lord.  He developed a deep spiritual life, and would attend Mass daily.  There is a story told about him that when he would be at the family’s summer home, the daily Mass he would go to took him 45 minutes one way – and he had to climb up and down a Mountain to get to the church.  He would race back after Mass to be home before his father woke up.  Upon returning, he would kneel at his bedside to pray the rosary, but would often fall asleep and proceed to fall on the floor, angering his father that he wasn’t sleeping on his bed.  As a teenager and young adult, he would visit the slums of Turin in order to aid the poor.  He would provide for the poor, usually getting them clothes, food, and medicine.  He would also arrange for the children to get the books they needed to attend school. When Pier wasn’t studying or helping the poor, he enjoyed mountain climbing, camping, skiing, and the like. In late June of 1925, he contracted polio and died six days later on July 4, 1925. At his funeral there were thousands in attendance. His family was shocked at the amount of poor, as many of them did not know his dedication to care for the poor. But the poor were surprised he was the heir to the influential Frassati family. At his beatification homily in 1990, Pope St. John Paul II called him the “man of the beatitudes.” While, his feast day is not on the General Roman Calendar yet, Pope Francis has said he will be canonized a saint soon – which would allow his celebration on said calendar.  May Pier’s dedication to the faith, love of our Lord, and zeal for life inspire us and may we ask for his intercession to remain faithful to Christ.
