Fr. Harrison’s Notes:

Emmaus Institute Free Course: Don’t miss out on this rare opportunity to draw closer to the heart of God by entering deeply into the study of the Book of Psalms. The Emmaus Institute is offering free registration (a $200 value) for a 12-week course on the Psalms taught by Emmaus president, Vern Steiner (course runs on Thursday evenings, starting 8/22). Take it in-person or online. Register online at www.emmausinstitute.net The class is called, “Encountering the Heart of God in the Psalms” and if attending virtually, you can join a live stream, or watch the recorded the videos at your leisure during the week. Saint of the Week: St. Alphonsus Ligouri. One reality of the Church, is that in every era of history, there is a heresy that seems to dominate and spread in the hearts and minds of the faithful. In the 1700’s, especially in France and Italy, the dominate heresy was Jansenism. This heresy is quasi-Pelagian in character. The Pelagian heresy states that man can save himself, it wasn’t necessary for Jesus to offer the Sacrifice of the Cross for our salvation. It was helpful, but not necessary. We refute this heresy every time we recite the creed, when we say, “for us men and our salvation, [Jesus] came down from Heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man.” The Jansenist Heresy doesn’t outright say that we can save ourselves, but it does place a lot of focus on our individual effort. It demanded of the people a very strict rigorism in the spiritual life. It also stated that any sin – no matter the size – was a sign that God’s mercy would not enter into our lives. As such, this meant many practiced severe, strict, and rigorist forms of ascetism. It also meant that many viewed God as the vengeful Father who punished mercilessly for any infraction against him. Much of Alphonsus’ adult life was spent combatting this heresy. He was educated at the University of Naples, earning Canon and Civil law degrees at age 16. However, he soon stopped practicing law, and entered seminary. He was ordained a priest, and soon after ordination found a religious community called the Redemptorists in 1732. His theological study and acumen proved most effective in his preaching and in the confessional. His work on moral theology went through 60 editions in the century after his life. Where the Jansenist priests were preaching rigorist ascetism, Alphonsus preached mercy into our spiritual practice. Alphonsus died in 1787 at the age of 91 after enduring 18 months of a dark knight of scruples, fears, and temptations against every article of faith and every virtue. His feast day August 1.
Masses and Tears: The feast of St. Monica is August 27th. The Masses and Tears devotion is based on the life of St. Monica, and is focused on providing parents with encouragement and support as they pray for the return of their children to the practice of the Catholic Faith. The devotion provides an image, rich in meaning, to remind and encourage parents in their prayer.
