I know there are differing opinions on its use at Mass, but there’s some good theological reflections on it. My plan going forward on the use of incense: I would like to use incense on the 1st Sunday of every month at the late Mass.

Saint of the Week: St. Rose of Lima.  Born to parents of Spanish descent in Lima, Peru in 1586, from a young age, Rose developed a deep love for God and a deep resentment for sin.  Now, while some of the asceticism practiced by Rose is deemed bizarre and imprudent to us, may we keep in mind the goal – rooting out anything that might endanger a loving relationship with God. In attempting to do that, Rose would rub pepper on her face so that blotches of disfigurement would be present and then later in life, she wore a circlet of silver around her head, but it was studded on the inside – to mimic the crown of thorns. Despite her desire to enter into the religious life, she remained obedient to her parents who refused to let her. They constantly pushed for her to marry, but Rose did not do so. She became a third order Dominican (meaning she took promises to practice elements of their prayer routine and discipline, but remained living in secular society and working). She worked in her parents garden and sewed, but also took great care of the poor – welcoming the homeless children, sick, and elderly into a room in their house. Her ascetical practices drew some suspicison from Church authorities, and she was investigated by the Inquistion – the doctrinal office of the Church – for heresy. She was found innocent and they determined she was influenced by the grace of God. She died at the age of 31.  Her feast day is August 23.
