Summer CCD – We will have Srs. Benedicta and Joy of the Marian Sisters come to Assumption July 8-12 for summer CCD. This year’s theme for teaching will be Marian Apparitions. Registration forms will be out soon. Please text Amie if you feel your child will or will not be attending. I know there are a few sports camps that week, and if you feel the need for them to attend the sports camp, I prayerfully ask that you at least send your child to Summer CCD for the half days. That way they can attend both Summer CCD and the sports camp.  
Assumption Projects. Project Update: Flooring should start soon. Thanks to those who have given to the projects. The following is what has been given so far: Convent House - $32,000, AC Unit for Parish Hall - $9,300 and combination donations to both projects - $3,500.

Diocesan Youth Camps: I have put flyers in each Church with the different youth camp opportunities this summer. These include the camps at Camp Kateri (SKY camp, Tekawitha Games, Catholic Adventure Camp, and a new one-a Family Camp) Also for the Canoe Trip down the Niobrara River. 

Lincoln Salt Dogs Faith and Family Nights: Join the Salt Dogs baseball team at the Haymarket for Faith and Family night! Each night will have entertainment beginning 2 hours before the game including: In-stadium Chapel with the Players, Catch in the Outfield, Player Autographs and Live Church Band on the Concourse. Bake sales and Merchandise Booths will also be available on the Concourse before and during the game. The dates and times for these are: Sun. June 23 @ 1:05pm; Sun. July 14 @ 1:05pm; Wed. Aug. 28 @ 7:05pm. 
The Nebraska Catholic Conference (NCC) will present on how we can defeat the Pro-Abortion ballot initiative. St. Mary’s in Sutton will host this presentation in their parish hall on Sunday, June 9 at 3:00. Megan Fehr, who is a Communications and Outreach specialist with NCC will be the main presenter. Desserts will be served. 

Mass Intentions: Masses can be offered for a loved one that has passed away, someone celebrating a birthday or anniversary, someone in need of prayers, Priests and the religious of our diocese, leaders of our government and against abortion are some examples.  If you would not like to say the name of the person, you can say you would like a mass for “special intention”.  We gladly will try to do dates requested.  Mass intentions are $10.  
South Central Nebraska Right to Life: On Monday, June 3rd at 7:00 pm at the Hastings YWCA at 2525 W 2nd Street will be a Pro-Life night with guest speakers Nikki Shasserre and Sandy Danek. The night will start with a Constitution Moment by Stephanie Shade, then information about two pro-life ballot initiatives gathering signatures. This is an opportunity for you to make a difference and prevent abortion until birth from becoming a part of Nebraska’s constitution.  Please join us!
Eucharistic Procession and Pilgrimage to Indianapolis, IN: In leading up to the Eucharistic Congress in July, there are 4 Eucharistic Pilgrimages travelling with Jesus across the U.S. One of those routes (The Serra Route) will come right through our area.  On June 17th and 18th, the procession will be in Holdrege, NE moving towards Hastings on June 18th, going up to Grand Island, and coming back down to Doniphan on June 19th. Just click on the “learn more” button after clicking on the stop you are interested in joining. From what I understand, the core group of pilgrims, who have journeyed from California, will be walking along Hwy 6 from Holdrege to Hastings. I believe you are welcome to join, you just need to provide transport. Of particular interest, however, might be to join the “Transition between the Dioceses” on June 19.  You can walk from St. Mary’s Cathedral in Grand Island to St. Ann’s in Doniphan – but make sure to bring plenty of water and snacks if you join that 12-mile Eucharistic Procession.

Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Patronal Feast Day: This year the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart is celebrated on June 7.  This is the Patronal Feast of our Parish in Roseland.  To celebrate, I will have an evening Mass at 5:30 pm followed by a meal. The meal will be a kind of potluck. If you plan to join for meal, please bring a side or dessert.  I plan to provide Burgers and dogs for the meal. This day is not a Holy Day of Obligation – so if you can’t make Mass there is not a penalty of sin. Also, if you want to celebrate our patronal feast, but cannot make to Mass at 5:30 – feel free to come just for the meal. To help with my planning purposes, I will put a sheet in the back of church.  If you know you plan to attend, feel free to “sign-up.”  Please note: you are welcome to attend even if you don’t have your name on the sheet!
Corpus Christi Procession: On Sunday June 2, the Church recognizes the Solemnity of Corpus Christi in which we call to mind in a special way the reality of what we say about Holy Communion – that it is the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of Jesus Christ.  To celebrate this feast, there will be a Eucharistic Procession after the late Mass at SH. We will have 3 “altars” around SH Church property, where we will stop, pray, and adore our Lord in public.
Another Corpus Christi Outdoor Mass and Procession: As part of the Eucharistic Revival and part of the 60th year of operation for our Retreat House in Waverly, Bishop Conley invites all members of the Diocese of Lincoln to attend an outdoor Mass and procession on Sunday June 2 at 10:30 am at the Catholic Center in Waverly, NE (7303 N. 112th St, Waverly, NE 68642).  There will be a lunch and Family Carnival following the Mass and Procession.
Prayers for Fr. Ferdinand Boehme and parishioners in Superior: Earlier this week, the priests of Lincoln were informed that Fr. Boehme’s thyroid cancer has returned in a very aggressive form.
