Upcoming Retreats at the Waverly Retreat House: Just a word of note about retreats.  I think often times, we can understand retreat to be a bad thing…for we read about battles in war where one side retreats from battle, and that is the start of their downfall.  However, there are instances where the act of retreating allowed for a greater victory.  This is because, the purpose of the retreat was to regroup, regain composure, and allow for a different strategy than what previously deployed. The same can ring true for our spiritual lives. The spiritual tradition of our Church speaks constantly about the spiritual life being a series of battles – called spiritual warfare. So, in going on a retreat, it is not a sign that we have lost, but a sign that we want to employ a different strategy, we want to regroup.  We take time away from our usual routine to have a time of prayer, a time of allowing God to speak to us, and to guide in a moment when we are not being pulled in the many directions life can take us. With this in mind, I would highly recommend going on a retreat, or at least spiritually considering going on one. Upcoming retreats at the Waverly Retreat House:  Aug. 9-11, a 3-day retreat for men and women.  This one will be focused on the “Unbound” ministry.  This ministry has helped many heal from spiritual wounds and return to the love of the Father.  Those who go on this retreat are asked to have read the first 9 Chapters of the book, Unbound: A Practical Guide to Deliverance by Neal Lazano or have watched the video series on it.  Then, later in August there are retreats specifically tailored to help victims of sexual abuse.  One for men from Aug. 16-18, and one for women from Aug 23-25. Saint the Week: St. Henry.  In the year 800, Charlemagne was crowned Emperor by Pope Leo III, starting what history has called the “Holy Roman Empire.”  This empire was meant to draw some political power back to the West after the Byzantine empire had much of that control after the fall of the Roman Empire.  About 175 years after Charlemagne was crowned, Henry was born. He was the son of Henry, the Duke of Bavaria and Gisella. Henry and Gisella ensured Henry II received an excellent education and that he was raised steadfast in the faith.  Henry II excelled in academics, but also found his religious teaching to leave a lasting impact on him. When his father died in 995, he succeeded him as Duke of Bavaria, and then 7 years later was crowned the Holy Roman Emperor.  While many viewed this position as one of great pride, great power, and circumstance – Henry saw his role needed to be grounded humility and allow for God’s greater glory to be achieved.  While, he did order many battles, these were seen as necessity in order to ward off competing nations.  He was involved in numerous land disputes, rebellions, and feuds. Also among his administrative duties was the naming of bishops in the Empire (while this is not practiced today that civil authorities name bishops – there were many political and theological disputes over this practice in the Middle Ages).  He appointed holy Bishops who worked to reform the clergy, liturgy, and religious life of many.  Henry’s rule was marked by one who cared for the temporal and spiritual needs of those he governed.  He died on July 13, 1024 (1000 years ago this Saturday). He was canonized in 1146.  His feast day is July 13.
Upcoming Plans: My youngest sister, Kristen, is planning to get married at St. Teresa’s in Lincoln on July 16 (yes, a Tuesday – and in case you are wondering why that date – that is the first date anniversary of her and her husband to be – Thomas).
