St. Anne’s – Campbell and Holy Trinity – Blue Hill Mass Time Change: Starting August 11, this will be the Sunday Mass schedule for St. Anne and Holy Trinity – 8:00 am at St. Anne, 10:00 am at Holy Trinity, and 5:30 pm at St. Anne. During summer time, the Sunday evening Mass will be at Holy Trinity.  Note, there will no longer be a Saturday vigil Mass at St. Anne’s starting the August 11th weekend. Mass times will be as noted above.
Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
Saint of the Week: St. Lawrence. While we do not know much about the early life Lawrence, we know that in the 250’s he was a deacon of the Church of Rome. One of his jobs as the deacon was to care for the sacred vessels used for Mass. When Pope St. Sixtus II was travelling with Lawrence and 3 others, they were arrested. The guards knew that Lawrence was the keeper of the vessels, so Lawrence was spared execution. Valerian asked Lawrence to go and collect the treasures of the Church. So, he did that. Lawrence gathered the lame, the sick, and the poor and welcomed them into the Roman palace and presented them to Valerian and said, “Here, your majesty, I have brought you the treasures of the Church!” as he showed Valerian all the people with him. Valerian was upset and ordered Lawrence’s execution. He was sentenced to death by being grilled alive. The ancient annuls of his martyrdom attest to him crying out from the fire, “You can turn me over, I am done on this side!!!” His feast day is August 10. Side note: The Church does have a patron saint of those who grill….that saint is St. Lawrence.
Assumption of Mary: The Assumption of Mary falls is August 15th.  This year that is a Thursday and it is a Holy of Obligation. In addition to this, it is also the Patronal Feast of Assumption parish. Our Mass times for the Assumption will be: 7:00 pm on Wednesday August 14 at SHC, 7:00 am on Thursday August 15 at SHC, and Thursday August 15 at 6:00 pm. Immediately following the 6:00 pm Mass, we will have a meal in the Assumption Parish Hall to celebrate our Patronal Feast. 
Novena to St. Isidore: St. Isidore was a farmer in Madrid, Spain in the 1100’s.  He was known for his piety, work ethic, and his love for the poor. Because of this, St. Isidore has been named a patron saint of farmers. Many have asked for his intercession. One way that has been done is through Novenas. One of the days that it is has been traditional to say a Novena to St. Isidore is during August – specifically to end the Novena on August 15. So, starting on August 7, I will be leading a Novena to Isidore at 7:30 pm. Except on the Saturday, Sunday, and Thursday the 15th. Those days, I will have the Novena 5 minutes after Saturday evening Mass, at 6:30 during the Holy Hour (in lieu of Evening Prayer) on Sunday. And right before the evening Mass at AC on the 15th.
