Fr. Harrison’s Notes:
St. Isidore Novena: I will continue to say this Novena until August 15. Even if you haven’t joined in person, you are welcome to finish out the Novena. Day 5 will be at AC at 5:30 (note time correction from last week’s bulletin) – it will take place during the Holy Hour in lieu of Evening prayer. Then days 6 and 7 will be 7:30 pm at SH, day 8 will be shortly after the vigil Mass at SH and day 9 will be at 5:30 pm at AC.
Mission Co-op Support: Fr. Dexter Prudenciano, a member of the Rogationists, will be with us this weekend and preaching the Masses. The Rogationists have missions in many countries, and Fr. Dexter has been serving in the Phillipines for many years. He will be staying at the Rectory until Friday Aug 16th. Collection for the Mission appeal for the Rogationists will be next weekend. If you desire to contribute, you can do so by using the envelope attached to the bulletin or by marking a check with “Mission Coop 2024” in the memo and then dropping in the collection basket.
Saint of the Week: St. Tarcisius. While not on the general Roman Calendar due to being on the same day as the Solemnity of Mary’s Assumption, Tarcisius gives an example of bravery and fidelity. During a persecution of the 3rd century (probably Valerian’s persecution, but we are unsure), Tarcisius volunteered to bring the Eucharist to Christians hiding in the Catacombs. Being only 12 years old, the priest was reluctant to let him go. Tarcisius argued that his age could be of his benefit because this task of such importance wouldn’t readily be given to one of his age, and thus, he would be less likely to be stopped and questioned. He was given permission, and as he was walking toward the catacombs, was stopped by a group of boys. They began to beat him and inquired what he was holding beneath his hands and holding to his chest. The beatings ended up killing Tarcisius, but his arms became hardened and unmovable from his chest. After a short time, a secretly Christian Roman Soldier came upon the commotion, disbanded the group of boys, and returned Tarcisius’ lifeless body to the priest. Immediately, his arms fell limp and the Blessed Sacrament was preserved from desecration. May Tarcisius’ devotion to the Eucharist be an inspiration toward us. May his love of the Lord, which inspired him to act courageously in face of persecution, also give us courage to remain faithful to our Lord, especially when faced with difficulty. Fr. Harrison Trivia – I chose St. Tarcisius as my confirmation saint!
Assumption Patronal Feast Dinner: As mentioned last week, we will have a dinner to celebrate the Patronal Feast of Assumption Parish. This will take place after the 6:00 pm Mass on Thursday August 15 in the Assumption Parish Hall. The Knights of Columbus will be grilling burgers and dogs for the entrée. Collection Change at Sacred Heart: I would like to start using the handled collection baskets and having the gifts brought up at Sacred Heart again.
